The Indices are broad-based, free-float-market-capitalization-weighted and are composed of 
real estate securities that are listed and traded in Europe. The FTSE EPRA/NAREIT Europe 
Index includes approximately 100 stocks from 16 European countries, and the FTSE 
EPRA/NAREIT Euro Zone Index includes approximately 50 stocks from 10 Euro Zone 
countries.
